The gowns are free, with the
promise that the student receiving the gown will pay the
kindness forward in their community.

The Cinderella Project arose in 2006 from a volunteer
grassroots effort in Waldo County, ME. In 2009 WCAP officially
took ownership of the project. Since its inception, the project’s
scope has expanded beyond Waldo County with partner sites
at the Gardiner Area High School and the Aroostook County
Action Program.
